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viii) Privatisation in Urban Local Bodies : It has been noticec all
over the country that under ceriain situations for resource
mobilization, cost compression, infrastruction augmentation,
petter service delivery etc., the involvement of the private sector
pays rich dividends as the private parties bring capital, superior
skill in planning, execuiion, project management and operation.
However, to allay the fears of the runicipal workers and to pay
the idea more acceptable ‘politicaily, privatization in the Local
bodies should be introduced only cradually only after the pubiic
sees and experiences petter performance, the sphere of private
venture may be sidened. While privatization should not resuit in
any kind of retrenchment, the ULBs must not be aliowed to have
recourse to fresh recruitment for new projects or for expanding
the existing service. Thus initially only those projects, work and
services may be passed on to the private party which the ULBs
otherwise can not take up in the near future for want of funds,
staff, equipment or expertise.”
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
